Donald Judd, a pioneer in the Minimalism move-
ment in the 1960s, identified a new classification of
artwork that didn’t have the conventions of painting
or sculpture. To him, artwork shouldn’t be emotion-

al: it had to be structured with specific properties
and independent logic. It’s difficult to define Judd’s

set of simple-colored square boxes. His pieces

stressing physical and phenomenal concepts

are exhibited at Kukje Gallery in Seoul until
Nov. 30.
